Paragraphs 168-171 clarify that where a school places a pupil with an alternative provision provider, it continues to be responsible for the safeguarding of that pupil and should be satisfied that the placement meets the pupil’s needs. 
· Be involved in transition work including maintaining relationships with peers and staff.
· Have an identified staff member to support the pupil upon their return to their mainstream school
